How would you respond if you looked up from reading 

this article and saw Jesus standing beside you?

Some respond by 

assembling in grand cathedrals for sessions of òhigh 

churchó featuring pipe organs and old traditions. Others 

respond by meeting in small chapels and singing from the 

òold-schooló hymn books complete with shaped notes.
