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target the modern culture with the gospel in our approaches and methods in 

ministry and worship.  The world is changing (this is my deep thought for this 

article!) at the speed of the internet.  

Modern people are skeptical about the 

truthfulness of Christianity and traditional 

religious forms and expressions.  We can 

no longer assume people know the Bible 

or understand the claims of Jesus.   

Research reveals that two-thirds of young 

adults leave the church after their 18th 

birthday.  The world of Leave it to Beaver 

and the Atari game system has been 

replaced by the world of instant 

information, Facebook, 24/7 family activity, and cyber church. 

How should the church respond to the disorienting trends and seismic shifts of the 

21st century world?  Do we lament these changes and long for an earlier era?  Do 

we retreat behind our church walls, denying these changes and insulating ourselves 

from the very world we are called to save?  Or should we, as the church, 

aggressively and creatively engage the community around us with the ancient, 

unchanging message of the gospel?  I suggest that the churchõs Biblical mandate is to 

faithfully engage the culture around us.  By definition, the Biblical church is missional; 

that is to say, we are commanded to go into the world and present the unchanging 

Christian message, employing fresh methods that resonate with a changing culture.  

As a church, we must follow the example of the Apostle Paul who became òall things 

to all peopleó so that he may win some to salvation in Jesus Christ (1 Corinthians 

9:22). 

The gospel truth will never change; however, our methods and approaches in sharing 

this message must change if we are going to effectively reach and minister to the 

present and future generations.  Over the coming months, the leadership of the 

church will be sharing with you Godõs òrevolutionaryó vision for the Heath Church of 

Christ.  Starting next Sunday morning, I will begin to share with you details of the 

òNew Yearõs Revolution.ó  Praise God that he has appointed HCC for such a time as 

this.

Turkey remains the largest unreached nation in the world. This 
is from Operation World, 6th edition. The population is about 73 million people with 

99% of these being Muslim and 1% Christian and Jews. Ankara is the capital but the 

most populated city is Istanbul with about 13 million people. 

 

Turkey is a land that is the site of many biblical locations.  
1. The seven churches written to in Revelation: Ephesus, Smyrna, Pergamum, 

Thyatira, Sardis, Philadelphia and Laodicea. 

2. Mt. Ararat, where Noahôs ark landed following the Genesis flood. 

3. Antiochï ñThe disciples were called Christians first at Antioch.ò  Acts 11:6 

4. Ephesusï The Apostle Paul ministered in Ephesus for three years. He also wrote 

one of his epistles to the church in this city.
