TCM  -  òTraining Christians for Ministryó 

The headquarters for TCM International are located in Indianapolis, Indiana.  The 

president of TCM is Tony Twist. 

TCM began in 1963 when Gene Dulin visited Poland and Russia, countries who at 

that time were behind the òIron Curtainó.  TCM supported the churches in Eastern 

Europe through providing teaching materials, training and copies of scripture which 

were not readily available to them.  Food, clothing and medicine were also provided 

to help these struggling Christians. In 1971 Haus Edelweiss, near Heiligenkreuz, 

Austria, was purchased for ministry into the Soviet Union and satellite countries.   

Eventually the changing political climate in Eastern Europe 

allowed church leaders to come to TCMõs European base 

of operations, Haus Edelweiss.   Their mission is to 

prepare men and women for Christian Leadership and 

provide benevolent assistance in Europe and Central Asia.  

TCM also has ten in-country teaching sites located 

throughout Eastern Europe and Central Asia.  These sites 

provide opportunities for students to attend their courses while remaining close to 

their families and ministries. 

In 2009, the number of students accepted into TCM 

programs approached 800 from 20 Eastern European and 

Central Asian countries to share the Gospel and make an 

impact for Christ in their communities and regions. TCM 

forged new partnerships that will enable them to accept 

and train students from areas of the world dominated by 

Muslim culture.  The number of graduates exceeded 350.  

They conservatively estimate that this year alone the students and graduates will 

directly serve more than 100,000 men and women in reaching their churches, 

countries, and cultures for Christ. 

In light of an economy that is difficult at best, TCM gives thanks and praise to our 

Lord for His faithfulness.  They also give thanks for you.  Your ongoing prayer 

support, your gifts, and your words of encouragement cannot be measured.  It is a 

pleasure and a privilege to be in partnership with you.
