These informal classes also provide 

meaningful occasions to meet new people and encourage 

fellow believers.  The class themes for session one 

(September 9th ð October 14th) include: òThe Miracles of 

Jesusó (for women), òQuiet Strengthó (for men), and 

òHeavenó (mixed group).

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Sunday Evening Adult Ministries ð Adults will have two study options this fall on Sunday 

evenings.  Our traditional Fireside service meets at 6:00 and consists of the singing of 

hymns, prayer, communion, and a teaching time.  Damon Reid is going to be leading a 

special Bible study through the book of Jeremiah on Sunday evening beginning in late 

September.   We are also going to be offering the òGriefShareó program during the 

Sunday PM hour this fall.  òGriefShareó is an encouragement ministry for people who 

are grieving and recovering from loss.  This support group would also be appropriate 

for Christians wanting to minister to a friend or loved one who is grieving.  Please 

see me if you have any questions about this special program, which will begin on  

September 27th. 

 

Sunday Morning Worship ð I would like to close by sharing briefly about the sermon 

direction for the fall months.  After concluding this summerõs Old Testament study, 

we will begin a short series explaining the unique history and plea of the Restoration 

Movement.  Thomas Campbellõs òDeclaration and Address,ó the 200-year-old foun-

dational document of Christian Churches and Churches of Christ, will provide inspi-

ration for the series.  These messages will attempt to answer the relevant question, 

òWhat kind of church is HCC?ó  The final Sunday of this series (October 4th) will 

serve as a òDecision Sunday.ó  We will be talking more about this intentional com-

mitment day in the weeks to come. 

 

Following this course of messages, we will focus one Sunday in October on the  

fundamentals of worship and one Sunday on the same-sex marriage issue that is cur-

rently making headlines in our nation.  The last major teaching series of the year will 

be based on the Old Testament book of Ecclesiastes and will address the ultimate 

questions surrounding the meaning of life.   

 

We are expecting a great autumn season at the Heath Church of Christ.  We en-

courage you to get connected in the various ministries and programs of our faith 

community.  We also encourage you to reach out to friends, neighbors, and co-

workers who need to experience the love of God and the love of his people.

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Mission of the Month  

Team Expansion: Dave & Donna Linn, Caracas, Venezuela  

Dave and Donna visited the States during the month 

of July. They were able to attend the North American 

Christian Convention in Louisville, Kentucky, as well 

as visit with family.  

On their return to Venezuela they were confronted 

by the landlord of the property where the Casarapa 

church meets with a threat to increase their rent by 

200%. A congregational fast has been declared for an 

upcoming Sunday service specifically for Godõs intervention regarding their rental 

situation. 

Dave & Donna were able to bring back from the States some sound and video  

equipment for the church. They had some challenges getting the equipment through 

customs, but after paying the fees, were able to get the equipment through. Now the 

Casarapa Church is able to project video images on two giant screens on opposite 

sides of the church!  

Dave and Donnas' daughter, Deshay, a summer intern 

from Cincinnati Christian University, participated in a 

mission trip into the jungle interior of Venezuela. Along 

with a short-term team from Puerto Rico, they spent 

nearly a month on the Orinoco Delta River Basin,  

serving some of the unreached tribes of Warao Indians. 

The majority of their time was spent between health 

care, distribution of foods, basic classes in Bible and 

alphabetization. Deshay loved her experience. This is her second trip into this area. 

Major projects for the church in Venezuela include a goal to create 120 new 

churches by the year 2020. They are opening a Bible Institute in September to help 

train church leaders to help the churches reach that goal.
